Minimal or Serious cuts Wear gloves and do not face tool toward body.

Soldering Electrical Burning hands, face or arms | Wear long-sleeved clothing and have a spotter

Wear a face mask or take breaks when
soldering.

Drilling and Welding Deep cuts Wear thick gloves and face power tools away
from your body. Make sure you are capable of
handling the object.
